The dissertation i1s devoted to the formation of theoretical and methodological
and applied principles of strategic development of the organic food market in
Ukraine, which allows to optimize the development of national, regional and sectoral
strategies of socio-economic development.

The current state of development of agricultural and food markets is analyzed.
It is established that Ukraine's GDP in 2020 amounted to 156 billion dollars. USA, in
the GDP of the agro-industrial sector is 17%, 5% of Ukraine's population employed
in the agricultural sector. The agri-food sector occupies the lion's share of Ukraine's
exports, which is estimated at 45%. Ukraine owns 41.3 million hectares of
agricultural land, of which 32.7 hectares are arable land and the total percentage of
plowed land is 54%.

The ratings of the regions of Ukraine according to the main indicators of the
agri-food sphere are analyzed. It is established that Ukraine is adopting advanced
European strategic guidelines with clearly defined best parameters and
implementation tools. This experience is embodied in the EU's Common Agricultural
Policy (CAP) as a separate imperative of European economic policy. The Common
Agricultural Policy (CAP) is clearly in a trend of changing environment and the
impact of human activities on the quality of life of the population. Conceptually, the
CAP clearly defines the goal that is to ensure the food of the EU and the three
principles (market unity, financial solidarity of security and optimality of the resident
country).

The main guidelines of the CAP, which are based on a balanced combination
of government levers, market mechanisms and goals of sustainable development,

must be implemented and Ukraine plans to join the EU and join the EU in the agri-



food sector. It is proved that in order to promote a sustainable and responsible system
of economy, research activities are stimulated by tools in the areas of developing
innovative technologies for organic production and raising awareness of consumers
and consumers about the value of organic products. In the distribution and
dissemination of organic production and consumption in Ukraine, the state has
become an important role, in particular, public procurement, as an example of the
reorientation to a healthy diet and lifestyle.

This is, importantly, government support for organic producers. For example,
the introduction of state mechanisms to stimulate demand and financial support for
participants in the agri-food organic market. Based on the correlation analysis of the
main characteristics of the organic market, it is proved that the export of organic
products today is the main stimulus for the development of the organic market of
Ukraine and increase the production of organic products. This conclusion is
combined with a low level of awareness of producers and consumers about the
importance, needs and feasibility of the transition to an organic system of
management and life, to set a priority for the Government of Ukraine, local
authorities and self-government given the organic way of life to stimulate our citizens
to take care of their health and the health of future generations, and inner
consciousness and beliefs.

It is determined that the economic mechanism of stimulating the development
of the organic food market should be understood as an integrated system of
interaction of economic entities in the organic food market together with logistics and
agricultural and agricultural market based on regulatory and legal support and
institutional entities (clusters, cooperatives, associations), which has certain methods
(fiscal, budget, advisory, property), uses typical tools ("fair price", investment,
innovation, awareness of the feasibility of production and consumption of organic
products), adheres to established principles (compliance with needs) present and
future generations, balanced use and restoration of natural resources, competence,
efficiency of cooperation, responsibility, reliability and objectivity) and meets the

goals of sustainable development.



It is substantiated that the development and approval of the state strategy for
the development of organic production as an integrated component of the
development of the agro-industrial complex would significantly contribute to the
development of agricultural production in Ukraine. The existence of a state strategy
would allow integrating the existing potential, problems and promising ways to solve
them in one document, introduce effective mechanisms for regulating the organic
market, and stimulate the development of an entire segment of the economy that
would unite participants in all business processes involved. value in accordance with
the needs of consumers. A well-defined strategy would also provide the necessary
clarity for society on the rules and activities related to organic agriculture, the
functioning of the organic market, which would create a basis for increasing
confidence in the sector and attracting additional investment.

The paper formulates its own vision of the strategy of organic production,
which is proposed to mean an integrated strategy of sustainable development of the
agro-industrial complex on the basis of state assistance in the formation,
implementation and reproduction of the full cycle of organic production, taking into
account own natural, labor, scientific and economic potential also approved
environmental standards that meet the basic standards adopted in the EU.

Conceptual principles and the corresponding model of strategic management of
organic market development are substantiated, according to which the organic market
development strategy is an integrated component of agro-industrial development
strategy (as one of the strategic alternatives), national economic strategy (is one of
the ways to ensure economic security). (as the export and import of organic organic
products is an important component of Ukraine's position in foreign markets,
including the EU food market) and in general will ensure the achievement of
sustainable development goals. Defining strategies have been identified and
characterized, including: organizational, product, market and investment components.

It is emphasized that the strategy of organic production development should be
reflected in the strategies of socio-economic development of regions of Ukraine,
including individual territories as an alternative direction of competitiveness,

improving the quality of life of rural population, development of depressed areas and



one of the alternative ways of economic growth. The formation and implementation
of a strategy for the development of organic production in the context of
decentralization for OTG in which the rural population predominates is especially
important.

In order to improve the development of strategies for the development of
organic production at the regional level and at the level of individual united territorial
communities, methodological approaches are proposed, the use of which will allow
comparative analysis of regional potential for organic production, identify clusters
with optimal conditions for development, and, accordingly, investing in this area of
agribusiness, create a methodological basis for decision-making and comparison of
strategic alternatives. The proposed methodological approaches are based on the
application of cluster and rating analysis of regions based on their potential in the
field of organic production and provide an appropriate evaluation algorithm,
mathematical tools and strategic alternatives for all variants of data obtained in the
calculation process.

In accordance with the proposed methodological approaches, the potential of
the regions of Ukraine in the field of organic production was assessed, their rating
was formed and the main strategies were formulated. According to the results of
calculations in the sector of the most optimal conditions for the development of
organic production as of the end of 2019 was Kyiv, Odessa and Cherkasy regions.
The strategy of forming a regional model of organically oriented multidisciplinary
agriculture is appropriate for these regions. This will create the preconditions for
organic food production, organic livestock and related sectors of environmentally
oriented economic activities. The development of an innovative component for the
implementation of SMART-specialization projects is possible. The sector with the
least favorable conditions in the context of the analysis combines Sumy and Ivano-
Frankivsk regions, where the existing potential and its structure does not allow for a
comprehensive transition of farms to organic technologies for agricultural production.
In other regions, combined strategies should be used.

The most relevant factor in the development of organic agriculture in the

regions 1is their potential, which means a set of resources, experience and



environmental conditions that form a comprehensive base that will promote the
development of organic farming in the agricultural sector and provide competitive
advantages to organic producers. in this region as an alternative to the intensive type
of agriculture. To assess the potential of the territories, a system of indicators has
been proposed that identify resources, environmental conditions and experience, as
well as indicators for their assessment, taking into account available data from open
sources.

Based on the analysis, the main barriers to the production of organic products
and the expansion of the domestic and foreign markets for its implementation are
systematized, among which the following groups are identified: administrative,
financial, technological and market. The factors of their formation, the impact on the
subjects of agrarian business and the consequences for the industry as a whole are
determined. It is substantiated that solving the problems of reducing barriers to
penetration and successful functioning in the organic market requires effective
solutions and their administration at three levels (state, regional and enterprise level),
each of which creates preconditions and reduces uncertainty for the former. The main
tasks to be implemented at each level to ensure a synergistic effect in the context of
achieving long-term goals and priorities for the development of the organic
production market in Ukraine are identified.

Implementation of the government's strategic initiatives aimed at increasing
production and the share of organic products in the agro-industrial complex,
expanding the area of certified organic land, developing the domestic market and
increasing export capacity, in addition to defined goals and general strategies
information, resource and infrastructure and staffing. These subsystems are currently
in the process of formation, and their improvement is to form a system of appropriate
mechanisms that will coordinate, guide and stimulate the implementation of strategies
in the context of ensuring the main state priorities in the field of organic production
and distribution.
